King Rath a great devotee of Lord Ashutosh, was annoyed by this theft of his flower and his inability to make ritual offering to Lord Ashutosh– so he laid in wait for the flower thief, filling the branches of trees with bright ornaments and objects of sound, that when disturbed would send out flashes of light and sounds of alarm With this done, he and arranged himself hidden in the trees filled with alarm, but never caught him, as none of the devices of capture were ever disturbed. This Koan must be resolved again, and you must travel to resurrect and reconstruct the great and splendid gardens of King Rath-- captured and contained in history’s past, yet well contained in the blessed Earth waiting to be revealed, renewed, and rededicated to Lord Ashutosh with the regrets and praise of the penitent Gandharva, he with The Teeth of Flowers. 
Sacred Archaeology and the Map of Doom
Your task is to excavate the lost garden of King Rath and recreate a shrine to it in recreating the sacred flower to blossom once more after finding the location with the map. You will need to raise the flower up and then praise it with the mantra up to Lord Ashutosh. You shall complete several tasks in performing this worthy quest:

· The Taking Tree
· Plasterboard To Gorleston
· SF0 Skill Share
Go to claim the map you where you will also find The Great Lyric which must be chanted to Lord Ashutosh three times after the shrine has been reassembled with hands with palms upward, and run through the trees of alarm without setting off their hues or cries.
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Go to Kingdom of Coffee. 
In Itty-bitty Town.
Harangue the Royal Artiste Barista in a reverent way and request the Map of Doom.
They will say, “Doom becomes you”, and you should respond “Flower Teeth” and perform an Expression of a Flower’s Bloom.
Board the Metro Six on the River of Tar
For all to ride from 4th st/15 ave.
Take this Noble Beast down to 6th Ave.
Here you must Depart the metro six and proceed on foot.
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Your voyage down the river of tar and the Map of Doom

Hither to thief, for here presents another challenge for thee.  The great land-ship #6 travels past the station at the location of 4 St SE & 15 Av SE.
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Take this great ship on a journey down 4 St until the beast reaches 6 Av.  
From here you must trek on foot ‎across 5 St and turn a left  at 6 St for the treasure you seek is in the realm with a great creature guarding it's entrance.
Once past the beast, look along the flower fence bushes until you find a blooming flower.
